a. Treasurer’s report
i. Mark H. explains the financials which shows a recovery from 2020.
ii. The recovery can be attributed to the tournaments held
iii. Attention will be given to collecting membership fees
iv. Danny approves the financials, Yannick seconds 
b. Tournament Director’s report
i. Quite some tournaments were held in 2021
ii. All were successful, the different tournaments are mentioned
iii. 3 Country Tournament had to be postponed as Anguilla was still “closed” due to Covid-19 restrictions
iv. Concordia Cup, the French won again
v. Challenge Cup was won by Keith Graham – much laughter 
vi. Luis took over from Howard and is doing his utmost
vii. Cart situation is an issue, this is being worked on (new parts were ordered)
viii. SXM Open can be held when Anguilla opens up again
